Through Baptism and Confirmation, all 
Christians are called to share the 
mission of Jesus. 

2
The Baptism of Jesus in Mark 1:9-11 
demonstrates the commitment of Jesus 
and the Vocation of John. 

3
Commitment is demonstrated in 
different ways as there are different 
ways of carrying out missions set by 
God. 

4
For some people, their mission or 
vocation is as a priest or member of a 
religious order. 

5
The Sacrament of the Holy Orders is 
the Sacrament received by an 
ordinand when they become a priest. 

6
Vocation is seen as the Christian 
belief of the mission of living out our 
Baptismal Vows.
